       2017-2018

The 14th Queenstown CC Age Group Chess C’ship 2017 was held on 9 April 2017. 196 school children took part; 57 in the Secondary section,123 in the Primary section and 16 in the Kindergarten/Nursery section.  Soo Sheng Yuan won the Primary(Cheong Swee Ling Challenge Trophy) section, Chen Meng Boon Marcus won the Secondary(Lim Chye Lye Challenge Trophy) section and Wang Bohan won the Kindergarten(Vincent Khng Cup) section.

The 15th Queenstown CC Age Group Chess C’ship was held on 1/4/18. 178 players took part.There were three sections: Secondary(56); Primary(109); Kindergarten/Nursery(13).  Shah Arya was the champion in the Secondary Section; Ho Khai Sheng Samuel won the Primary Section and Neo Wei Long Marius in the Kindergarten/Nursery Section.

5 40TH AND 41ST QCC CHESS CLUB C’SHIP 2017-2018
