Principle of Operation 

Our differential pressure flow meters are based on the premise that the 
pressure drop across the meter is proportional to the square of the flow 
rate. The flow rate is obtained by measuring the pressure differential and 
extracting the square root. The transmitter option uses a solid-state sensor 
(Hall Effect) to detect the position of the pointer and lever mechanism 
which provide the desired linear output signal
